LOCAL COURSE RULES

ALL USGA RULES WILL APPLY WITH THE EXCEPTION OF THE FOLLOWING:
1. If the ball is in the fairway, you may move it one club length NO closer to the hole.  

2.  Hole #4   If your tee shot goes past the black stakes, you may pick it up, take one penalty stroke and go to the drop area. You will be hitting three (3) to the green.  You DO NOT take an additional penalty stroke for going into the hazard on your tee shot. 

OUT OF BOUNDS RULES STILL APPLY, STROKE AND DISTANCE, IF YOU GO OUT OF BOUNDS ON YOUR TEE SHOT.

NOTE:  IF YOUR TEE SHOT DOES NOT GO PAST THE STAKES AND YOUR SECOND SHOT GOES INTO THE HAZARD, YOU MUST TAKE A PENALTY STROKE FOR GOING IN THE HAZARD PLUS TAKE ANOTHER PENALTY STROKE FOR PICKING UP THE BALL AND GOING TO THE DROP AREA.  YOU WILL BE HITTING FIVE (5).
You can always choose to hit over the water on your second shot, however, if it goes into the water, the above paragraph applies.

3.  Hole #18   If your ball goes against the silt fence or into the area that is being graded for new homes, you may take a free drop.
 FYI:  The area on #18 where the homes are being built will one day be designated as out of bounds.
